Concerto and Seaside Champion Amateur-Owner Hunter Divisions

After an exciting morning of professional hunter competition, amateur riders took to the Alltech Arena to
showcase their style and partnerships. Concluding the Amateur-Owner competition, Concerto and Caroline
Ingalls were named Grand Amateur-Owner 3’6” Champions while Seaside and Samantha Sommers earned
the Grand Amateur-Owner 3’3” Championship.

Wide and colorfully designed fences allowed riders to pilot their mounts to the base of the 3’3” and 3’6” ob-
stacles in order to showcase their athleticism and jumping style throughout the course.

First to be awarded the grand tri-color in the Amateur-Owner hunter divisions was Concerto and Ingalls at
the 3’6” height. Ingalls rode her 11-year-old Westphalian gelding to two second places Tuesday in the first
round and under saddle. The duo came back today to put in two winning rounds with scores of 90 points in
the handy, and 89 points in the stake to not only secure the blue ribbons in the classes, but the championship
of the Amateur Owner Hunter 3’6” Under 35 as well. “He [Concerto] really steps up out there,” remarks
Ingalls of her longtime partner. “He is almost a totally different ride indoors than he is in a show back home
[in California]. He loves the environment here!”

At the end of two impressive days, Ingalls was able to accumulate enough points to top both the under 35
and 36 and over age group sections to earn the Grand Amateur Owner Hunter Championship title and The
‘Ruxton & Scot To Do' ' Challenge Trophy for the third time. “I was a little nervous coming into today” laughs
Ingalls. “T just wanted to put in a really good ride. [Concerto and I] have been champion here in 2019 and
2021, so doing it three times was a really big deal. I didn't know if I could make it happen.”

Immediately following Concerto and Ingalls’ walk down victory lane, Amateur Owners in the 3’3” division
contested for the coveted grand championship and rounded out the divisions with the handy and stake
rounds. Seaside and Sommers walked away victorious with the Amateur Owner Hunter 3’3” Grand Cham-
pionship title and the “Susanne Stroh” Perpetual Trophy.

Despite her busy work schedule where she does creative
marketing for Netflix, Sommers sat atop her 16-year-old
Warmblood gelding to prepare for the evening’s classes
after work. “Honestly, I wasn't feeling great coming into
tonight’s classes in the sense that my nerves can get to
me once in a while” admits Sommers with a laugh. “But
I do have a great team behind me and that helps me keep
my nerves under control. I knew I had to be consistent in
my rounds especially because I was neck-and-neck with
Stephanie [Danhakl] and Vanessa [Mazzoli] so it felt really
good to put in two solid rounds” Sommers’ two consistent
rounds with scores of 89 points and 86 points respectively,
earned her second place in both the stake and the handy
rounds to rack up enough points and clinch the champion-
ship at the end of the day.

And then if I see them have success later in the day, I'm going to be the first one to drop my reins, clap and woop
for them. We put so much time, money, and mental and physical energy into horse showing that we all need to lift each other up. One of my favorite
sayings is, ‘A rising tide lifts all ships’ You know, there’s enough negativity out there — I really believe we need as much positivity and genuine kindness
as we can get.”
