e ALL ENTRIES MUST BE SUBMITTED ELECTRONICALLY: The National Horse Show will use the Show
Management System On-line Entry Platform to accept electronic entries and to manage the qualification
process for all competitors. Show Management System’s™ $5 Entry Processing Fee is included in the
application fee and enables exhibitors to submit an electronic entry, to receive e-mails regarding their
qualification and wait list status, and to use credit cards to pay their entry and show fees and to
order optional items.

Qualifying will be based on the USEF National Horse of the Year points in Channel I and Channel II
competitions, or money won where applicable, earned by horses from their best 15 shows starting on or
after August 30, 2022, through shows starting on or before August 29, 2023. Point totals will be verified
with USEF.

Approximately fifteen (15) Horses will be accepted in each of the following sections:

Green Hunter 3’6" Large Junior 16-17

Green Hunter 3’9” Junior Hunter 3’3” 15 & under
Green Conformation Junior Hunter 3’3” 16-17

e If any section does not achieve the desired number of horses, then another section may be adjusted accordingly
to reach the desired number of entries. If the qualifying list is exhausted and spaces are still available in a section,
entries received after 5:00 PM September 6 will be considered on a first-come-first-served basis. Additional
entries may be accepted only if time allows.

e Please note that the 2022 National Horse Show Champions in each of the four Junior Hunter sections, the four
Amateur Owner Hunter sections, the High Performance Conformation Hunter section and the High Performance
Hunter section automatically qualify for the 2023 National Horse Show in the height and age section in which it
was champion, if eligible, and are included in the total number to be accepted in each section as indicated.

e In each section, Champion and Reserve Champion titles will be awarded to the top two of the four horses
that acquired the most points performing over a regulation course with obstacles at the required height. In
addition to these points, only these four horses receive full points for ribbons won in one Under Saddle class.

All hunter classes except for Children's and Adult hunter Classics, are held in accordance with USEF HU118
Option A jogging for soundness: Horses are required to trot a circle on a loose rein at the end of each over fences
performance.

e CHILDREN'S and ADULT HUNTER CLASSIC: Entries in classes 25 Children’s Hunter Classic and 26 Adult Amateur
Hunter Classic will be accepted on a first come first serve basis. One horse per rider.

EQUITATION

e Entries for classes 1 - 15 will be accepted on a first come first serve basis and are limited to only those
entries showing in classes 16, 17, 18, 25 or 26.

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PRIZE MONEY

e All entries must be accompanied by a W-9 form in order to receive prize money.

e Prize money will be credited to entry show account. All prize money in excess of balances due will be mailed to the
payee as listed on the entry form, within 30 days of the completion of the show. IRS 1099 Miscellaneous Income
Forms will be issued to the payee as listed on the entry form.

e Foreign competitors: The U.S. Internal Revenue Service requires sporting events to withhold 30% of prize money
won in the United States. Foreign competitors requesting a treaty exemption need to have an Federal Taxpayer
Identification Number (ITIN, SS#, TIN), and will be required to complete a form W-8BEN, W-8BEN-E indicating
the Article number of the treaty exemption, or a form W-8ECI (no Article number required).

Early
stabling (before 10:00 AM on Tuesday, October 24) or late stabling (after 8:00 AM Monday, October 30) must
be arranged for through the Stable Office and will be billed at $100 per stall per day.
e The horse show office cannot accommodate splitting stalls.
e All horses entered in the Hamel Foundation National Horse Show 3°3” Equitation Championship and the
Taylor Harris Insurance Services National Horse Show Adult Equitation Championships must have a
stall and be stabled on the grounds 24 hours prior to the start of the class and remain on the grounds until
finished competing.

e Permanent stalls of wood construction with asphalt flooring are 10 x 12 with doors, at a cost of $375. Tack
stalls will be limited. Stalls will be available at 8:00 AM Monday, October 30 and must be vacated by 8:00 AM
Monday, November 6. If you plan to arrive before 8:00 AM Monday, October 30, or depart later than 8:00 AM
Monday, November 6, it must be arranged through the Stable Office and will be billed at $100 per stall per day.

e The horse show office cannot accommodate splitting stalls.

e Horses entered in the Children’s and Adult Amateur Hunter Classics are not required to be stabled on the
grounds. If a horse requires stabling it may be ordered at the time the entry is sumbitted.

e Permanent stalls of wood construction with asphalt flooring that are 10 x 12 with doors, will be available at
a cost of $300 . Stalls will be available at 10:00 AM Tuesday, October 24 and must be vacated by Monday, October
30 by 8:00 AM. Early stabling (before 10:00 AM on Tuesday, October 24) or late stabling (after 8:00 AM Monday;,
October 30) must be arranged for through the Stable Office and will be billed at $100 per stall per day.

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REFUNDS

e Stabling and administration fees are non-refundable after the closing date of entries/acceptances.

e Horses entered in classes 1-18, held October 25-29, may be scratched without a veterinarian’s
certificate by notifying the Show Secretary in writing via letter, official scratch sheet, or other written
correspondence. Provided written notification is received before 8:00 A.M., Friday, October 20, entry
fees will be refunded less a $100 processing Fee. If written notification is received after 8:00 A.M., Friday,
October 20, but prior to 8:00 A.M., Wednesday October 25, entry fees will be refunded, less a $175
processing fee. Unless written notification is received by 8:00 A.M., Wednesday, October 25, no portion
of the entries or fees will be refunded.

e Horses entered in classes held October 31-November 5 may be scratched without a veterinarian’s
certificate by notifying the Show Secretary in writing via letter, official scratch sheet, or other written
correspondence. Provided written notification is received before 8:00 A.M., Tuesday, October 24 entry
fees will be refunded, less a $150 processing fee.

e If written notification is received after 8:00 A.M., Tuesday, October 24, but prior to 8:00 A.M. Saturday,
October 28, half of the entry fees will be refunded. Unless written notification is received by 8:00 A.M,,
Saturday, October 28, no portion of the entries or fees will be refunded.

NIGHTWATCH

All horses occupying a stall, whether showing or not, are required to pay a one time per show nightwatch
fee of $20. This service is NOT OPTIONAL. Horses will be checked 6 times each night beginning at 7:00 PM
on Tuesday, October 24 through 6:00 AM Monday, November 6.

Per USEF Rule GR801.2: It is compulsory for all persons at Federation licensed hunter, jumper or hunter/
jumper competitions when mounted anywhere on the competition grounds, to wear properly fastened
protective headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety
Equipment Institute) standards for equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must be properly fitted with
harness secured.

- KENTUCKY HORSE PARK REGULATIONS -
ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT

In compliance with the State of Kentucky Fire Code, the Kentucky Horse Park will no longer allow any of the
following in stalls, barns or tents. Non-complying equipment may be confiscated.

e any 2-prong plug appliances (fans, etc.)

e any 2-prong plug extension cords

e light duty cords for indoor use

e any 3-way adaptors unless specifically for outdoor use
e any adaptors without 3-prong connections

MOTORIZED VEHICLES

Only the following vehicles are approved for use on Kentucky Horse Park property: golf carts, mopeds, ]D
Gators, Kawasaki Mules and similar utility vehicles, Electric scooters & motorbikes & scooters with engine
displacement 50cc or less. Approved vehicles must not be operated in tourist areas of the park & must be
operated by a licensed driver at least 16 years old. All vehicles operated after dark must have a headlight &
taillight. Use of unauthorized vehicles may result in a citation.

GOLF CARTS

e All drivers must be at least 16 years old with a valid driver's license.
e Golf carts are strictly prohibited in any tourist areas of the park.
e Golf carts must obey all traffic laws, posted speed limits and have working headlights.

CAMPGROUND

To reserve a campsite at the Kentucky Horse Park, please call the Campground store at 859.259.4257, press
option 2 for camp ground or email khpcampground@Xky.gov. Check-in time is 2:00 P.M. and check-out is
12:00 Noon. You must make arrangements with the Campground store if you plan to come earlier than 2:00
P.M, or stay later than 12:00 Noon. Vehicles will be towed that are not removed from a campsite by check-
out time.
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EQUINE HEALTH INFORMATION & REQUIREMENTS

The management of the National Horse Show would like to issue the following requirements to all exhibitors

who plan to travel to the Kentucky Horse Park.

1. The state of Kentucky requires that all horses entering the state provide a negative Coggins test within
one year of entry as well as a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (Health Certificate) signed by a
licensed veterinarian within 30 days of entry. All horses entering the grounds must be accompanied by
documentation of Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations
within six months prior to entering the grounds and the date of vaccination must be noted on the
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection or documented by means noted in USEF GR845. The CVI or an
accompanying written statement signed by a licensed veterinarian must document that the horse(s)
have not shown symptoms or been treated for EHV-1/4 nor been at a facility under quarantine for EHV-
1/4 nor been exposed to any horses showing symptoms of EHV-1/4 during the past 28 days.

2. Itisrequired that all horses arrive between the hours of 7 am and 7 pm. If it is absolutely necessary to
arrive at any other time you must call the Stable Office at least 24 hours before arrival to make those
arrangements. That telephone number is (859) 414-6266.

3. Please take your horse’s temperature on a regular basis so as to establish a normal temperature. Please
do not ship any horse with an elevated (101.5 degrees or higher) temperature reading

4. The Kentucky Department of Agriculture will require that all exhibitors on the Kentucky Horse Park
show facility must maintain a temperature log for every horse with twice-daily temperature readings
recorded and posted on each horse’s stall door. Any horse with a temperature reading higher than 101.5
or any signs of respiratory or neurological disease must be immediately reported to a veterinarian and
show management.

To facilitate the inspection process by Kentucky Department of Agriculture
personnel, this paperwork must accompany the horses upon arrival and be available
throughout their stay. This will be a condititon of entry to the Kentucky Horse Park.
Horses arriving without proper paperwork will not be permitted onto the grounds.

MANAGEMENT

The Management reserves the right to cancel, combine, or split any class if entries warrant or the rules of
the USEF require it. Management also reserves the right to change the order of classes or to move classes to
another ring. Management reserves the right to decline any entry for any reason and to return money owed
before or during the show without being liable for compensation.

The National Horse Show, it’s officers, officials and employees will not be responsible for any accident or
loss which may occur to an exhibitor, spectator, guest, rider, groom, attendant or other employee, animal
or equipment at the show. THIS SHALL BE A CONDITION OF ENTRY TO THE SHOWS OR SHOW GROUNDS.

ATTIRE

Formal attire is required in all stake, evening and jumper classes. All individuals entering the ring are to
wear proper attire (i.e. appropriate riding clothes or attire which an exhibitor would wear to compete in a
model class). See divisions for specific requirements. Approved hard hats must be worn at all times while
mounted.

From Louisville, KY and Points West - Travel eastbound on Interstate 64 for approximately 70 miles to
Interstate 75. Take Exit 75 northbound towards Cincinnati (merging traffic will join [-75 traffic in the left-
hand lane and will have approximately 2 miles to move to the right-hand lane to get off at Exit 120). At the
top of the exit ramp, turn right and travel eastbound on Ironworks Pike (1973).

From Cincinnati, OH and Points North - Travel southbound on Interstate 75 towards Lexington for
approximately 71 miles to exit 120. At the top of the exit ramp, turn left and travel eastbound on Ironworks
Pike (1973).

From Knoxville, TN and Points South - Travel northbound on Interstate 75 towards Lexington for

approximately 173 miles to exit 120. At the top of the exit ramp, turn right and travel eastbound on Ironworks
Pike (1973).

From Charleston, WV and Points East - Travel westbound on Interstate 64 towards Lexington for
approximately 168 miles to Interstate 75. Interstate 64 will merge with Interstate 75 on the east side of
Lexington, so take the merged 1-64W/I-75N towards Cincinnati/Louisville to Exit 120 at Ironworks Pike
(1973). At the top of the exit ramp, turn right and travel eastbound.

USEF MOTORIZED VEHICLE RULE

Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which
they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts,
motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have
a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by
an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent
or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages,
claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for penalties against those
responsible for the child committing the offense. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with
disabilities are exempt from this rule.

The unsafe use of personal electronic transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management
in their sole discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to operate, including but not limited to segways, hover
boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition grounds. Operating such devices in areas where
people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there is a risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the
parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in
violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices
for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT

“Every Class offered herein, which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current United States Equestrian
rule book will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.”

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions,
Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions, Dressage, Reining and
Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee
or agent at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined
Driving Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the
Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot
(exception: Friesian performance FR231) and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used
regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed
Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current
membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant
handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.

By entering a Federation-licensed Competition and signing this entry blank as the Owner, Lessee, Trainer, Manager,
Agent, Coach, Driver, Rider, Handler, Vaulter or Longeur and on behalf of myself and my principals, representatives,
employees and agents, | agree that [ am subject to the Bylaws and Rules of The United States Equestrian Federation, Inc.
(the “Federation”) and the local rules of the competition. I agree to be bound by the Bylaws and Rules of the Federation
and of the competition. I will accept as final the decision of the Hearing Committee on any question arising under the
Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless the competition, the Federation, their officials, directors and employees
for any action taken under the Rules. I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or participate under the Rules, and every
horse I am entering is eligible as entered. I also agree that as a condition of and in consideration of acceptance of entry,
the Federation and/or the Competition may use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cable-casts, broadcasts, internet,
film, new media or other likenesses of me and my horse taken during the course of the competition for the promotion,
coverage or benefit of the competition, sport, or the Federation. Those likenesses shall not be used to advertise a product
and they may not be used in such a way as to jeopardize amateur status.

In an effort to promote a level playing field for all competitors, trainers, and their equine partners at the ASPCA
Maclay Finals, the Hamel NHS 3’3” Equitation Championship and the Taylor Harris Insurance Services NHS Adult
Equitation Championships (Equitation Finals) the National Horse Show will implement a schooling protocol.

The schooling protocol described below will be in effect for all Equitation Finals in 2023:

1.

All horses competing in the ASPCA Maclay Final must be on the competition grounds no later than twelve (12)
hours prior to the start of the warm up class and remain on the competition grounds until they have completed
every phase of the event for which they are qualified to compete. All horses competing in the Hamel NHS 3’3"
Equitation Championship and the Taylor Harris Insurance Services NHS Adult Equitation Championships must
be on the competition grounds no later than twenty four (24) hours prior to the start of the class and remain
on the competition grounds until they have completed every phase of the event for which they are qualified to
compete. Any horse being used in the Equitation Finals, or that may potentially be used, must be entered and
will be assigned a number which must be displayed at all times whenever outside of their stall, mounted or un-
mounted. Only horses that have been assigned numbers and are on the competition grounds twelve hours prior
to the start of warmup class will be eligible to be used as a replacement.

The USEF Steward(s) and/or USEF Schooling Supervisor(s) shall monitor all training and warmup areas to
ensure equine welfare, soundness, competitor safety and to prevent overcrowding. In the event of any observed
unsoundness, the Competition Veterinarian must be called immediately to make a determination whether the
horse is serviceably sound. If the horse is determined to be unsound during a schooling session, it must stop
working and may be re-presented prior to the competition. If the horse is determined to be not serviceably sound
prior to or during the competition, the Competition Veterinarian may eliminate the horse from the competition.

Any rider, trainer, or groom found to be training a horse in an excessive manner, in the opinion of a USEF
designated schooling supervisor(s) or USEF Steward(s) assigned to the class, may result in elimination of the
horse and rider from the class. The trainer may be subject to further review for the violation by the USEF
Hearing Committee. All incidents of excessive training or questions that are not addressed will be referred to
a committee comprised of the USEF Staff representative(s), the USEF designated schooling supervisor or the
USEF Steward(s) assigned to the class, and a representative of competition management. The USEF official who
renders the opinion to the Committee will not participate in the Committee’s decision which will be final.

Equitation Schooling Area:

¢ Official schooling area will be set one hour before the start of the competition.

¢ Schooling fences will be set as a straight line of oxers across the middle of the official schooling area
¢ Each jump will have at least four standards, four rails and four cups.

e Each jump must be flagged.

e Each jump may be set as an oxer.

¢ Each jump may be set as a vertical.

¢ Each jump may be set as a combination-Bounce, One Stride or Two Strides. (Exception: In the small indoor
schooling area adjacent to the Alltech Arena only a Bounce or One Stride combination may be set)

e Tarps (vinyl panels) and coolers are to be allowed. These may be used on the jump, under the jump or on
the ground in front of or behind the jump. If they are used on the ground in front of or behind the jump they
must be set on the ground a minimum of 9 feet and a maximum of 21 feet from the jump in either direction.
